Fredrick area runners help lift college team to successful year     11/30/2010

Two local runners added depth to Goldey-Beacom College’s cross country team in Delaware.  The team had many great performances from both new runners.  Freshman Stewart Reich was named the Central Atlantic Collegiate Conference male rookie of the week multiple times:  for winning the Queensborough Invitational, running a 26:59 8k at the Salisbury Invite and placing 6th at Goldey-Beacom’s home meet.  A Frederick, Md. native out of Gov. Thomas Johnson High School, Reich placed top 10 in four races in his first collegiate season. The Lightning, won two team titles to start the season, and Stewart ended the season as the fastest freshman in the field at the conference meet.  During the year he became the second fastest person in the college’s history in the 8k and the fourth fastest in the 10k with a time of 35:35.

Hugo Morales from Walkersville High School in Fredrick, Md. also helped lead Goldey-Beacom College to big team wins in New Jersey and New York City this fall.  His best finish in a race his year was 7th place and he placed top 15 in two other races.  Hugo was added to the all time fastest runners in the college’s history in both the 8k and 10k.  His fastest time in the 5k was a personal best of 17:14.  At the end of the season he finish as the third fastest freshman in the Central Atlantic Collegiate Conference meet and placed 23rd over all.  Hugo, Stewart and four other runners will be returning to the team next year to improve on their exciting 2010 season.
