Brandon Turner, the faster lightening bolt on the team, is from Elkton High school and broke two school records this year at GBC.  The first record to fall was the 100 meter dash with a time of 11.74 seconds.  The 200 meter was broke later in the season at Towson University with a time of 24.06. Another individual having a personal best year was freshman Carly Mitchell also from Elkton High.  Carly improved in the 800 meters and ran a time of 2:55.  She has shown improvement in every race and Coach Brian Conley has no doubt she will continue and be a Goldey-Beacom great some day.  The men’s and women’s 4 x 400 meter relays both set new school records with the help of some local Maryland students.  The women’s relay was much faster then years past with a time of 3:49.  Symone Stewart is a freshman also from Elkton whom was one of the main female contributors competing in all relays and events ranging from the 200 meters two the 800 meters.   She was a strong lead off leg in the 4 x 100 meters and had a season best of 2:49 in the 800m. The men’s 4 x 400 meter relay was loaded with three Maryland runners, two of them local.  The fastest 400 meter runner of the year for Goldey-Beacom College was Sophomore David Zartler from Perryville High School.  David ran a 52 second 400 meter dash against the University of Delaware in the last meet of the season.  A late season addition to the relays was Daryl Roberts from Elkton.  Daryl anchored both the relays and helped the men’s 4 x 400 meter relay break the school record by 2 seconds.  This young group of student athletes are the future of the program.
